Provided by e-academy -- a Microsoft partner -- ELMS (e-academy License Management System) provides a customized
website for Athens State University through which authorized Business faculty/students can download/purchase Microsoft
software. Software may be available for free download, purchase on CD at a low price, or through both download/CD.
