. Two (2) letters of recommendation from faculty at transfer institution.

. Unofficial transcript or fax copies from all prior schools sent to Dr. Kevin Dupre, College of
Arts and Sciences. Faxed copies must come directly from the institution(s). Unofficial copies may be mailed
directly from the institution (s) or may be brought provided the copy is in the institution's sealed envelope.

. Minimum 12 (100-200) level college courses at transferring institution on official transcript copy. CLEP
courses on transcript do not count toward minimum of 12 courses. Remedial courses on transcript will not
transfer or count toward minimum of 12.

. Must submit one essay-(maximum length 1 page) addressing reasons you feel you deserve a College Bowl
Scholarship to Athens State University.

. Recipients will travel to all tournaments that the team attends.

. Recipients will practice as a team on a weekly basis.

. Full scholarship pays up to 12 hours of tuition in fall and spring semesters, up to 8 hours in summer semester,
for up to two consecutive academic years.

. Half scholarship pays up to 6 hours of tuition in fall and spring semesters, up to 4 hours in summer semester.

. Requires student to be in good academic standing.

. Non-University Scholarships or third party contracts on student's behalf will be applied first (unless
expressly prohibited).

. Will begin with first semester of enrollment during the academic year for which it has been awarded.
